Accesibility Plan
The school recognises it’s duty under the DDA (as amended by the SENDA)

· Not to discriminate against disabled pupils in their admissions and exclusions and provision of education and associated services.

· Not to treat disabled pupils less favourably.

· To take reasonable steps to avoid putting disabled pupils at a substantial disadvantage.

· To publish an Accessibility Plan.

The school provides all pupils with a broad and balanced curriculum, differentiated and adjusted to meet the needs of individual pupils and their preferred learning style. It sets out to:

· Set suitable learning challenges.

· Respond to pupils diverse learning needs.

· Overcome potential barriers to learning to access for individuals and groups of pupils.

Action Plan

The three areas in the action plan are:

a. Improved education and related activities.

The school will continue to seek and follow the advice of the LA services such as specialist teacher advisors and SEND advisors and appropriate health professionals from the local NHS trusts.
b. Improved physical environment

The school will take account of the needs of pupils and visitors with physical difficulties and sensory impairments when planning and undertaking future improvements and refurbishments of the site and premises, such as improved access, lighting, acoustic treatment and colour schemes and more accessible facilities and fittings. 

c. Improving the provision of information.

The school will make itself aware of local services, including those provided through the LA for providing information in alternative formats when required or requested.
